members and one guest.

While membership in the GCF will be exclusive to Cub owners (past and
present), we will have a special membership classification for those who are
directly involved in the maintenance and restoration of our flying machines
and their pilots. A&Ps, 1A’s, professional restorers, AME’s and CFl’s involved in
taildragger training will be invited to join and participate as associate
members.
