The first owner of record was Fed D. Wilson,
DBA WiIson Field Inc., of Wchita Kansas. During
his ownership the Beech Aircraft Corporation of
Wichita applied for and received an experimental
designation of NX1201K for the purpose of testing
suitability of installation of Beech ROO3 contrel
lable propeller on this model of airplane.
Approximately a month later after testing it was
determined that the aircraft could not meet the
requirements set forth in the ¥pe Inspection
Authorization. The project was cancelled and the
aircraft returned to NC1201K At some time in sub
sequent ownerships, the NC designation was
dropped in favor of just N1201K
